Standardized Dress Code

Attire Colors

Slacks, Shorts Skirts, Skorts, Jumpers
Must be finger length or longer
Must be appropriately sized

Solid Khaki or Black

Belts 
Required with a normal buckle if belt loops are present 
Must be worn on the natural waistline, be visible and appropriately sized

Black or Brown

Shirt or Blouses 
Pull-overs or buttons- must have regular collars 
Turtleneck shirts are approved 
Must have sleeves
No logos or writing 
Must be Tucked in at all times
Approved spirit shirts may be worn on designated spirit days.

Solid Red or White

Jackets, Sweaters and Sweatshirts
No logos or writing- worn over an approved shirt

Must have closed toe and back
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Headgear
No headgears may be brought on campus during normal school hours

Miscellaneous 

Males must be clean-shaven; well-groomed sideburns are permitted, but no lower than the bottom of the ears. 

Male's hair is to be no longer than the top of a shirt collar and shall be no longer than the eyebrows.

Cut-off, frayed clothing, or clothing that has holes or slit seams are not allowed. 

Coats may be worn to school but may not be worn in the building.
