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General Guidelines - Standardized Dress  

All clothing must be solid color, without holes and free of visible stains. All clothing must be free of logos, designs, decorations, patterns, or 
colored trim. 

Jackets and raincoats that are worn as outerwear only are not subject to a standard but must not be worn in any way that reflects gang affiliation and must be 
left in coat cabinet; exception: jackets may be worn as needed for outside activities on cool weather days. 

The only exception to these guidelines is Scout uniforms. The full official national Scouting uniform may be worn at school on scout days. The Scouting vest 
(with badges and/or troop insignia) may be worn with regular school clothing. 

All other rules and regulations as defined in the Student Code of Conduct regarding dress and grooming will apply. 

Colors 

Top: solid primary red, white, navy blue or powder blue

Bottom: navy or khaki

Belts: brown, navy, black or khaki

Socks: primary red, white, khaki, navy blue, powder blue

Spirit and Special Days 

Fridays will be spirit days. Students may wear:

solid color (blue, black, white, khaki -- NO patterns or designs) jeans or, 
solid color (blue, black, white, khaki -- NO patterns or designs) denim shorts (no cut-offs), or, 
solid color (blue, black, white, khaki – NO patterns or designs)denim skirts WITH 
a spirit shirt or any shirt that is solid primary red, white, navy blue or powder blue. 
NO overalls may be worn even on Fridays. 

Special days, such as field trips or western day, are occasionally announced in the Focus on Francone or by 
notes home.

Bottom Tops 

Bottoms may be pants, shorts, jumpers, skirts, and/or skorts. Pants (including sweatpants) with elastic in the cuffs are 
not allowed. Overalls may not be worn.

Bottoms (i.e. jeans) made with denim material are only allowed on spirit days. Any pants with studs on the pockets are 
considered jeans.

All pants and shorts must fit at the waist, fit in the crotch, and be properly hemmed or cuffed. Baggy pants are not 
allowed.

All shorts must be no more than 4 inches above the knee or 1 inch below the knee.

All jumper, skirt, and skort hemlines must be no more than 4 inches above the knee.

Shorts worn under skirts or jumpers should be navy, black, white or khaki.

In grades 1-5, belts must be worn with garments that have belt loops.

Tops 
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Shirts must be tucked inside at all times (does not include sweatshirts).

Shirt styles can include a "polo" style shirt, T-shirt (not underwear), button down shirt, or turtleneck. They may have 
long or short sleeves.

Sweatshirts may be pullover or zippered without hoods. They must have a ribbed bottom and may not be oversized.

Shirts must be solid. No accent colors or stripes on collars.

Sweaters may be pullover, zippered, or buttoned and may not have hoods.

Sweaters worn inside of the building are considered "Tops" and must be the standardized colors.

Socks and Shoes 

Socks or tights must be worn with shoes at all times. Socks and tights should be logo free.

Shoes must be either tennis shoes or shoes with closed toes and heels (no sandals, jellys, flip-flops, pool shoes; heels 
higher than 1" or shoes without a back).

GENERAL GUIDELINES

All clothing must be solid color, without holes, and free of visible stains or excessive fading. 
All clothing must be free of logos (except pants and socks), designs, decorations, patterns, 
and colored trim. 

UNACCEPTABLE

No caps, hats, or kerchiefs may be worn. 
No logos on shirts, sweaters or jackets. 
Jewelry that is oversized, distracting, or used as a toy is not acceptable. 

SHIRTS

The only acceptable colors are- primary red, navy blue, and white - solid colors only. 
Shirts must be tucked in (does not include sweatshirts). 
Shirts with the official Owens logo are acceptable any day of the week. 
Spirit T-shirts (royal blue) may only be worn on Fridays. 
Sweatshirts, sweaters, and vests must be primary red, white, or navy blue- solid colors 
only. 

UNACCEPTABLE

Logos (except Owens logo), oversized shirts, hooded shirts, crop tops, material designed to 
be shiny or form fitting such as spandex or sheer, shirts with colored trim, sleeveless shirts. 

PANTS/SHORTS/JUMPERS/SKIRTS/SKORTS/DRESSES

The only acceptable colors are – navy blue, khaki (not green), and blue denim- solid 
colors only. 
Pants must fit at the waist and crotch and not be loose or baggy. 
Pants must be solid and free of stripes, trim, and different colors. 
All pants and shorts must be properly hemmed or cuffed. 
Jeans must be traditional style with five or fewer pockets and no extra side pockets or overly 
large pockets. 
Shorts must be no shorter than four inches above the knee or longer than one inch below the 
knee. 
Jumpers, skirts, skorts, and dresses must be no shorter than four inches above the knee. 
Logos smaller than one inch are acceptable on the watch pocket or back pocket of pants. 
Leather patches in the belt area are acceptable. 
Capri and cropped pants are acceptable. 

UNACCEPTABLE

Overalls (pants and shorts), leggings, leather, material designed to be shiny or form fitting,

pants/jeans with stripes, bell-bottoms, flowers, embroidery, decorations, loops, cargo pants, 
painter pants, and carpenter pants. 

SHOES

Tennis shoes or shoes with closed heels and toes. 

UNACCEPTABLE

Jellies, flip flops, sandals, backless shoes, shoes with heels/soles higher than 1 ½ inch. 
Shoes with bells, wheels/rollers, lights, and other distracting items. 

BELTS

Solid color belts are required for students in grades 2-5. 

UNACCEPTABLE

Logos, adornments, chains, and distracting items. 

SOCKS OR TIGHTS

The only acceptable colors are - primary red, white, navy blue, khaki (not green)- solid 
colors only. 

UNACCEPTABLE

Socks or tights with bells, jewelry, or other distracting items attached. 

OUTERWEAR

There are no restrictions on all-weather coats, lightweight jackets or coats worn outside. the 
building and stored in the coat cabinet during the school day. 
Sweaters or jackets worn inside the building should meet the same color requirements as 
shirts and should be free of logos (except Owens logo). The only acceptable colors are – 
red, white, and navy blue- solid colors only. 

SPIRIT DAYS

Spirit T-shirts (royal blue) may be worn on Fridays only with standardized bottoms. 
DARE shirts may be worn on DARE days only with standardized bottoms. 
Fifth grade shirts may be worn on Wednesdays only with standardized bottoms. 

SPECIAL DAYS

Regular district dress will be allowed on at least 8 days per year including: individual picture 
days in the fall and spring, party days, field day, fall dress day, spring dress day, western day 
and others as announced in the Hoppenings. 
Scout uniforms may be worn on meeting days. 

ALL OTHER RULES AND REGULATION AS DEFINED IN THE DISTRICT STUDENT CODE OF 
CONDUCT BOOK REGARDING DRESS AND GROOMING WILL APPLY.
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CONSEQUENCES FOR NON-COMPLIANCE

First Violation – copy of Dress Code Violation Report sent to parent and "N" on weekly checksheet.

Second Violation –copy of Dress Code Violation Report sent to parent, "N" on weekly checksheet, 
and phone call to parent.

Third and Subsequent Violations – office referral (student will do class work in office until the 
violation is corrected) and an N in homeroom general conduct for the six weeks.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

New Families – There is a compliance period of ten days for students new to Owens.

Vendors – These clothes do not have to be purchased from a specific vendor to fit the dress code. 
Local merchants as well as mail-order merchants have been contacted to make them aware of 
Owens’ dress code.

Economic Assistance – Students who are economically disadvantaged and unable to comply with 
the dress requirements because of an economic hardship, may qualify for clothing assistance. 
Please contact the principal or an assistant principal for additional information.

Transfer Requests – Parents may request a transfer to another campus that does not require 
standardized dress. The transfer will be granted on a space-available basis. Parents must provide 
transportation.

Exemption Requests – Parents may request an exemption to the dress guidelines for bona fide 
religious or philosophical reason. The objection must be submitted in writing to the principal for 
consideration.

FRIDAYS & SPECIAL DAYS spirit shirts or solid primary red, white, navy blue or royal blue shirts may 
be worn with solid blue jeans or solid blue denim shorts, skirts, or skorts 
girls and boy scout uniforms may be worn 
5th grade DARE shirts on DARE day 
individual choice on individual picture and spring portrait days 
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These clothes do not have to be purchased from a specific vendor to fit the dress code. 

There will be a compliance period of 10 days for move-in families. Non-compliance will 
follow the consequences defined by the Student Code of Conduct. 

All other rules and regulations as defined in the Student Code of Conduct regarding dress
and grooming will apply.
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SCHOOL UNIFORMS

The Forney Independent School District has a student uniform policy for all grades and 
all campuses. The uniform gives the school a positive and distinctive identity and reflects 
the values of the schools and community. All students are required to wear the uniform 
each day except for those days designated as "non-uniform" at the discretion of the school 
administrations. 

Shirts, Blouses, Turtlenecks

Style: Collared knit buttoned polo or dress style buttoned shirts/blouses (long or short sleeved), 
turtlenecks 
Color: White, Yellow, Red, Navy Blue (solid, single colors) 

All shirts, blouses, and turtlenecks must be tucked in at all times and must stay tucked in 
when arms are raised. 
Forney school logos only (1½ by 1½ inches) – optional. 
All shirts and blouses must be buttoned from the first button past the collar. 
No stripes, checks, or other designs on shirts, blouses, and turtlenecks. 
Sleeveless shirts/blouses or shirts/blouses with cap sleeves are not allowed. 
Thermal type shirts are not allowed. 
No zippered or snapped shirts or blouses. 

Slacks, Pants, Shorts

Style: Pleated or flat front slacks or pants (belted and full-length); walking-style shorts 
Color: Khaki, Navy Blue (solid, single colors) 

Slacks and pants must be worn at the waist, and be properly hemmed or cuffed. 
Belts (black or brown) must be worn at all times – optional for PreK-4th. 
Logos or labels on slacks and pants must be no larger than 1inch by 1 inch. 
No sweatpants, windpants, pants with drawstrings, warm-ups, or coveralls. 
Corduroy and jean (denim) material is not allowed. 
Baggy style legged slacks or pants are not allowed. 
No capri style pants or khaki jeans. 
Shorts length must be no more than 3 inches above the top of the knee-cap (in both front 
and back). 
Soccer or boxer style shorts are not allowed (except in PE/Athletics, Cheer, or Drill 
classes only). 
No cargo or carpenter style pants. 
No brads or studs on slacks, pants, or shorts. 

Skirts, Skorts

Color: Khaki, Navy Blue (solid, single colors) 
Skirts and skorts length must be no more than 3 inches above the top of the knee-cap (in 
both front and back). 
Logos or labels on skirts or skorts must be no larger than 1inch by 1inch. 
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Skirts may have a kick-pleat (no more than 3 inches above the top of the knee), but not a 
slit. 

Jumpers

Style: V-neck, square neck, or round neck 
Color: Khaki, Navy Blue (solid, single colors) 

Jumpers must be no more than 3 inches above the top of the knee-cap (in both front and 
back). 
Uniform shirt, blouse, or turtleneck must be worn under the jumper at all times. 
Kick pleats are allowed (no more than 3 inches above the top of the knee); slits are not 
allowed. 
Dresses are not allowed. 
No logos. 

Shoes, Socks, Hose/Tights, Belts

Color (socks): White, Navy Blue, Black, or Khaki (solid, single colors). 
Color (hose/tights): White, Navy Blue, Black, Khaki, or Flesh-tone (solid, single colors). 
Color (shoes): Brown or Black leather-like shoes (tie or loafer-type), or brown or black boots, 
or tennis shoes. 
Color (belts): Brown or Black dress type. 

Socks must be worn with slacks, pants, and shorts. 
Socks must match socks, and shoes must match shoes. 
No stripes, checks, or other designs on socks, hose/tights and belts. 
Para-military type boots, open-toed/open-heeled shoes or sandals, thongs, flip-flops are 
not allowed. 

Outer-wear: Sweatshirts, Vests, Sweaters

Color: White, Yellow, Red, Navy Blue (solid, single colors) 
Sweatshirts, vests, and sweaters must be appropriately sized in the shoulders, sleeves, 
and length; and must be worn over uniform shirt, blouse, or turtleneck. 
Forney school logos only (1½ by 1½ inches) – optional. 
No stripes, checks, or other designs on sweatshirts, vests, and sweaters. 
Sleeveless or capped sleeve sweatshirts are not allowed. 
Hoods do not count as collars. 

Other Guidelines

Leather, suede, vinyl, corduroy, and denim materials are not allowed except for coats, jackets, 
and windbreakers. 
Coats may be worn in accordance with appropriate weather conditions. 
Spandex, nylon, or stretch-type materials are not allowed. 
Clothing can be no more than one size larger than the student’s measurements; nor may the 
garment be too tight. 
Caps, hats, and head coverings inside the building are not allowed. 
Overall pants, overall shorts, and overall jumpers are not allowed. 
Wind shorts/pants, athletic shorts/pants, sweat shorts/pants are not allowed except in 
PE/Athletics. 
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All clothing must be solid colored. 
Students must comply with district standards for grooming and accessories as outlined in the 
Alternate/Interim Student Dress Code. 
Clothing items cannot be worn in any way that reflects gang affiliation, conceals contraband, 
or creates a distraction. 
All clothing must be properly hemmed. 
Undershirts must be one of the four solid approved colors with no printing or designs. 

The District standards for grooming and appearance for hair, general appearance of clothing, and 
jewelry and other accessories are addressed in the Alternate/Interim Student Dress Code in the 
Student Handbook.

Administrators will have complete and final judgment on all matters concerning interpretation of the 
student uniform code. Matters concerning appearance and dress not specifically covered in uniform 
policy shall be within the discretion of the administration. 

In case of severe financial hardship, parents may contact their child’s school by phone, mail, or in 
person to request assistance. 

Alternative/Interim Student Dress Code

This policy is only for new students to the District and students with school board approved opt-out 
requests. New students moving into the District have 21 calendar days to comply with the uniform 
policy. Students in the process of opt-out appeal [see FNCA (L) and FNG (L) for process and 
timelines] must comply with Alternative/Interim Dress Code guidelines. All other students must be in 
compliance with the student uniform policy guidelines. 

Students are expected to dress and groom themselves so as not to:

1. Lead school officials reasonably to believe that such dress or grooming will disrupt, interfere with, 
disturb, or detract from school activities; or 

2. Create a hazard to the student’s own health or safety or to the health or safety of others.

Immodest or distracting dress or appearance of any type is not permitted. This is not confined to 
clothing, but also includes fads in hair styles, make-up, or other attractions that would in the opinion 
of the principal tend to promote student disruption, jeopardize student conduct, or otherwise interfere 
with the educational process. (Clothing containing offensive slogans, symbols, and other suggestive 
or controversial designs are not allowed.)

Students will keep themselves neatly groomed and dressed and will keep their hair neat and clean. 
Grooming and dress that will disturb, interfere with, or detract from school activities will not be 
allowed. Neatly groomed and dressed shall be defined as dress and grooming that is standard and 
conforms to local community and school district etiquette and decorum. It is within these principles 
that FISD will enforce the following dress code items, specifically but not limited to:

HAIR (District Standard for Grooming and Appearance)

Sideburns may not extend past the earlobes.
