So that we may continue to provide a safe and orderly environment that is conducive to learning, Paul Revere Middle School will 
have a standardized dress code policy. Student neatness and equality needs to be stressed when interpreting this code. 

Bottoms:

Full Length and Short Pants - Cotton Twill (Dress Trousers/Dockers Style recommended/No Knit or Denim) 

Full length pants must extend below the ankles.

Short pants must extend below the fingertips and above the top of the knee.

Full length and short pants must be appropriately sized and worn at the waist 
(judgement of the school).

Skirts, Jumpers, and Skorts - Cotton Twill / Skirts, Jumpers, and Skorts must extend below the fingertips (side 
slits included). 

Pants, shorts, skirts, jumpers, and skorts must be appropriately sized (judgement of 
the school). Knit and denim material is not acceptable. 

The following colors are allowed:

Navy Blue (Solid Color) 
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Khaki/Tan (Solid Color) 

Shoes – All shoes must have a back or heel strap. Wheels are not permitted. 

Tops:

Collared Pull Over Shirt (Polo Style) 
Official Revere T-shirt (School Approved) 
Pull Over Sweatshirts and Sweaters 
Cardigan Style Sweaters (Open Front/Button) 

Shirts, sweatshirts, and sweaters must be appropriately sized (judgement of the school) and shirts must be tucked in. 

The following colors are allowed:

Navy or Royal Blue (Solid Color) 

White (Solid Color) 
Red (Solid Color) 

Other:

Jackets may be worn to school provided they are placed in the student's locker during the school day. 
Clothing cannot be tied around the waist. 
Book bags and backpacks must be placed in the student's locker during the school day. 
Turtle necks and other tops used to keep warm must be worn under school approved tops. 
Tattoos are inappropriate and must be removed, or remain covered. 
Hats, sunglasses, face or body paint, and hair rollers are not permitted. 
Bandanas are not permitted. 
Friday will continue to be jean pants day. Students will be permitted to wear denim full length and short pants. Full 
length and short pants are defined above. 

Any student who does not comply with the dress code policy will be dealt with according to the school discipline management 
plan.
